The demand for SEO �uent-account managers grew 11%, rising from 9% of total 
SEO jobs to 20%.  SEO Analyst/Strategist jobs dropped by a corresponding 10%.

The 5 Top Cities for SEO Jobs Shift 
New York and San Francisco were once again the top two cities for SEO jobs (quantity
of SEO jobs).  Chicago moved from position 4 to position 3, and San Jose and Seattle
moved to the top 5 for the �rst time.
